During his 23 year tenure at the National Association 
of Broadcasters (NAB), he led the organization to become one of the most
respected and effective lobbying entities in the United States.  He was a prime 
force in the reassessment of media ownership rules and regulations by the U.S. 
Government, resulting in many legislative changes including the 1996
Telecommunications Act, often regarded as the most important legislation
regulating media ownership in the past 50 years.   As a Mississippi broadcaster 
he recognized the value of local broadcasters and actively promotes public 
service activities of broadcasters across the country. 

Mr. Fritts was inducted in the Broadcasting & Cable Hall of Fame and has been honoured with 
numerous awards including Lifetime Achievement Awards from Radio and Records Magazine, 
Television Week and The National Association of Media Brokers.  He has also received
prestigious international awards including the French Medal of Arts and Letters, the Golden 
Ambrosiana of Milano and the Lion of Venice.

In March 2006, Mr. Fritts launched The Fritts Group which provides strategic counsel to 
various telecommunications companies in the areas of political consulting, government
relations, international affairs and public relations.
